1. Welcome

Professor Gregor Coster welcomed members of the Committee and staff of the District Health Board.  There were no members of the public present.



2. Apologies

There were no apologies.


3. Minutes of Previous Meeting

Moved  Prof. Gregor Coster/seconded Mr Len Brown that the minutes of the previous meeting be noted as a true and accurate record.  

4. Matters Arising

Item 4 – Mr Chris Mules advised that GP Contract Renegotiation and Primary Health Care Strategy Implementation Planning are agenda items for this meeting.  An update on progress with the strategic planning process has been deferred until the June meeting.

Item 7 – update on the Annual Plan.  Mr Chris Mules advised the MOH have revised their timetable.   The due date for the draft Annual Plan is now 31 July with the final document to be filed by 31 September.   The draft Statement of Intent is due by 31 May and will go to the June Board meeting.
Item 10 – Mr Chris Mules advised that clinical audit in the wider community will be included on the agenda for the June CPHAC meeting in the context of a broader discussion on the role of the DHB in ensuring service quality and safety.

Mr Chris Mules advised a detailed proposal for establishing and administering deputations will be prepared for the June CPHAC meeting.  It was noted that deputations from community groups are a very good means of two-way communication with the public and developing the public face of the DHB.    
Moved Prof. Gregor Coster/seconded Mr Len Brown

That

· the approach described in the deputations paper form the basis of a recommendation from CPHAC to the Board on the process of receiving and administering deputations from community groups;

· the Counties Manukau Health Council be invited to present to CPHAC at its June meeting.

5. Needs Assessment and Prioritisation

Update from Dr Celia Palmer, Public Health Specialist with the DHB and Project Leader for the regional workstream.

It was confirmed needs assessment and prioritisation will be managed by a Project Manager based at the NDSA.  Mr Chris Mules advised the recruitment of a Manager is being handled by the NDSA General Manager through a recruitment agency.   

The report was noted with members agreeing to the following amendments:  

Page 6, fourth paragraph to read: 

“There is a range of data (including health care utilisation data) that could be collated for all three DHBs at once.  This would be much more efficient than if each DHB had to analyse the information individually.”   

Page 9, first sentence to read:

 “In the absence of input of additional resources, reallocation of existing resources to those who have greater likelihood of benefiting will entail a substantial shift towards those of poorer health, particularly Maori and Pacific people.”

Page 9, third paragraph to read: 

“The proposed principles for decision-making are:

· The Treaty of Waitangi

· Cost-effectiveness

· Equity (Maori, Pacific and other)

· Acceptability”

Members also requested that management undertake further work to define these four principles to ensure clarity and consistency.

Prof. Gregor Coster referred to the draft CMDHB Board minutes of 8 May and noted the motion granting delegated authority to CPHAC to approve the plans for structures, processes and resourcing for needs analysis, prioritisation and strategic planning was not recorded in the minutes.  Mr Ross Keenan advised the CMDHB Board minutes would be amended prior to the next meeting of the Board.

It was moved Mr Len Brown/seconded Dr Peter Jansen

That CPHAC approves the proposed structure, process and resourcing for needs assessment and prioritisation across the three metro Auckland DHBs

6. Update Northern DHB Support Agency

Mr William Rainger, General Manager NDSA, forwarded his apology for not being able to attend and meet with CPHAC members to discuss his paper.  

The paper on the Northern DHB Support Agency was noted.

Mr Chris Mules provided an update on Northland DHB’s participation in the NDSA.  He advised that Mr William Rainger had met with Northland DHB yesterday and was waiting for written confirmation from them of the services they require from the NDSA.

7. GP Contract Renegotiation

Deferred until the June CPHAC meeting.

8. Primary Health Care Strategy Implementation Planning

Presentation by Mr Chris Mules.

Mr Chris Mules referred to the “Primary Health Care Strategy” document that was released in February this year noting it is very useful in providing a strategic framework for moving primary care forward, and that Counties Manukau DHB is represented in the Ministry’s forum developing the implementation plan.

9. Health Profile Update

The Committee received Dr Gary Jackson’s Health Profile report and commended him on the quality of this paper.
It was noted this report will be the first significant external document released from the DHB.  It is an opportunity to represent the needs of our community and a communication strategy needs to be developed around its release.

It was agreed that immediately following release of the document the Board Chairman and Chief Executive Officer will follow up with the three local mayors.

It was moved Prof. Gregor Coster/seconded Mr Len Brown

That management prepare for the main Board a communications plan for the launch of the Counties Manukau Health Profile combined with media releases, academic statements and other strategies to promote the issues related to community need.

10. Other Business


Appointments for Maori and Pacific Representation to CPHAC

Prof. Gregor Coster advised Mr Wayne McLean and Dr Debbie Ryan are liaising with the Treaty Relationships and Pacific Health Committee and will advise nominees following consultation.   

Media

Mr Len Brown asked whether the Board had a strategy around media issues.   It was noted the Board Chairman and Chief Executive meet with the media following Board meetings and do prepare media releases.  

ED Media Campaign

Dr Debbie Ryan voiced her concern regarding proposed media advertising telling people not to come to ED.  Mr David Clarke advised this matter was discussed at the senior management meeting this morning and Ms Debbie Sorensen, General Manager Pacific Health, and Mr Joe Howells, General Manager Integrated Care, are working on this.    The message they want to convey is for people to see their family doctor first and that if they come to Middlemore they may have to wait.

A presentation on ED issues will be prepared for the June CPHAC meeting.
